Binary Form: statement and a departure

Ternary Form: statement, departure, and a statement

Theme: the building block for musical work

Dynamics:


pianissimo (pp)-very soft


piano (p) – soft


mezzo piano (mp) – moderately soft


mezzo forte (mf) – moderately loud


forte (f) – loud


fortissimo (ff) – very loud

other neat things:

crescendo: growing louder

decrescendo or diminuendo: growing softer

sforzando (sf) “forcing” an accent on a single note or chord

Standard Chamber Ensembles

TRIO – 

String Trio: Violin 1, Violin 2 or Viola, and Cello

Piano Trio: Piano, Violin, Cello

QUARTET-

String Quartet: Violin 1, Violin 2, Viola, and Cello 

Piano Quartet: Piano, Violin, Viola, and Cello

QUINTET-

String Quintet: Violin 1, Violin 2, Viola 1, Viola 2, and Cello

Piano Quintet: Piano + String Quartet

Woodwind Quintet: Flute, Oboe, Clarinet, Bassoon, French Horn (brass!)

Brass Quintet: Trumpet 1, Trumpet 2, French Horn, Trombone, and Tuba
