Lane Tech Solo Contest Rules/Information
Classification “A”
Classification “A” category is for more advanced high school musicians who have been playing 3 or more years. These students are expected to play a solo with a publishers grade of 3 ½ or higher. If the grade is “medium” on JW Pepper Music website, medium level is acceptable. 

Each musician will be expected to play the 2 “major” scales (not concert pitch) by memory two octaves. 

Bassoon-F&C, Bb Clarinet-E&F, Bass Clarinet-Eb-F, Alto Saxophone-Bb-F, Tenor Saxophone-Bb-F

Baritone Saxophone-A-Bb (if no Low A key, play Cmaj instead), Trumpet/T.C Baritone-C-G, 

French Horn-F-G, Low Brass-E-F, Percussion (mallets) Bb-F
All musicians will perform a short sight reading selection given by the judge

(classification “A” soloists are eligible to receive a “High Superior” rating. See “Ratings”)
Classification “B”

Classification “B” category is designed for the intermediate level musician who have been playing up to 3 years. These students are expected to play the same “major” scales by memory as classification “A” category except one octave. These students are expected to play a solo with a publishers grade of at least a 2 -3. If the grade level is easy medium to medium on the JW Pepper Music website that is acceptable.

(classification “B” soloists will not be eligible to receive a “High Superior” rating)

*if a solo calls for accompanist, you must have one, failure to have one will lower your rating one level automatically. No music may be altered or changed in any way. 
· NO movie themes, jazz, pop, holiday,tv themes or show tune are considered acceptable music for solo contest.
